Greetings,

Welcome 8 th grade parents to your first edition of the WOHS Panther Pipeline! February is the month when we begin

to work on scheduling for the next school year for all students. At the end of the month the WOHS counseling staff

and | will be meeting with all 8  t grade students. We will discuss some of the high school expectations and the sched-
uling process. WOHS counselors will then spend a week at Harbor Lights and Macatawa Bay helping students with

their schedules.

For WOHS students, the scheduling portal will open on Infinite Campus on February 16 th, New course de-
scription books will be online at www.westottawa.net , under the high school tab by this date. It is currently

in the revision process. Counselors will be meeting with students in late February and early March. The

scheduling portal will close after the first week of March.

All seventh and eighth grade students will be taking the Explore test this year. At the high school, all freshmen and
sophomores will be taking the PLAN test. These tests are aligned to the ACT test and student data will be used to:
determine projected college readiness and ACT scores, determine if intervention or summer school classes will be
needed, or for possible placement in advanced courses. When student data becomes available in April, | will be

scheduling informational meetings to help parents o0decodeo6 the
Please make sure that your student is in attendance on Wednesday, February 8 t. This is the spring student
count day for the State of Michigan.
Make sure that your student will be in attendance during MME week (March 5 -9). The schedule is posted lat-

er in this issue. Taking the three day Michigan Merit Exam (MME) is a graduation requirement for all
juniors. Scores from this assessment are used to determine Adequate Yearly Progress for WOHS.
It is also expected that freshmen and sophomores will be in attendance for their Explore and Plan tests.

Parents of seniors should all be completing FAFSA forms for their students. If you need help, you may call our coun-
selors, or our own College Advising Corp representative, Alysse Bedell. This form is important in the college enroll-

ment and scholarship application process. Look for information later in the Pipeline. Alysse will be having a parent
workshop at Panera Bread on  Tuesday, February 7t from 4 -6 pm. Drop -in with any general or specific questions
you have regarding the FAFSA form.
