Diploma Program students will take classes in each of the six subjects for either one or two years over the course of
their junior and senior years. Students take three of the six subjects at the higher level (HL—240 hours minimum) and
the three remaining subjects at the standard level (SL—150 hours minimum). For Group 6, students may choose a sec-
ond subject from Group 2, 3, 4 or 5 in place of the Visual Arts or Music subject.
